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In September 2006, Alexander Schaub has accepted to join the Audit
Committee of Schindler Group, a worldwide operating Swiss Elevator and
Escalator Company.

He also agreed to lead a students course on "Decison making in European
Ingtitutions” at the University of St. Gallen (HSG) in Switzerland.

After more than thirty years in multiple senior positions with the European
Commission in Brussals, Dr. Schaub had retired end June 2006 as the Director
General for "interna Market and Services'.

In this function he had been serving Commissioner Frits Bolkestein and
Charlie McCreevy. The internd Market and Services Directorate Generd
coordinates the Commission's overall policy on the European Single Market
and isresponsible e.g. for developing asingle Market in Financial Services.

Born in 1941, Dr. Schaub studied Law and Economics at the Universities of
Freiburg, Lausanne, Cologne and Bonn and spent a post-graduate year at the
College of Europe in Bruges. From 1971 he was with the Federa Ministry of
Economicsin Bonn.

In 1973 he began his career with the Commission of the European
Communities. He served successively in the Cabinet of Raf Dahrendorf, as
Deputy Head of Cabinet for Guido Brunner, Viscount Etienne Davignon and
President Gaston Thorn, and as Head of Cabinet for Willy De Clerca.



In 1989 he moved to the Directorate-General for (Externa Relations and
Trade PolicyOas the Director responsible for trade related questions in the
industrial sector and EC Speciad Representative for Textile Negotiations in the
Uruguay Round.

Between 1990 and 1995 he was Deputy Director-General for Onternal Market
and Industrial AffairsOand then for "Industry".

From 1995-2002, as Director General for Competition, Dr. Schaub was
Europe's "competition guru”, holding one of the most influential jobs in the
Commission. He served Commissioners Karel van Miert and Mario Monti,
and was involved in the controversia regection by the Commission of Genera
Electric's plans to buy Honneywell international, after the deal gained easy
approva from the U.S. Justice Department.

Dr. Schaub has participated in numerous Economic Summits and meetings of
the European Council. He has published a book on the European Parliament
and articles on competition, trade, economic and financial topics.

He is married to Nicole van der Meulen, with two daughters and a son.
